International Theatercamp July 2012

The cooperating partners akzente Salzburg (www.akzente.net) and isento Salzburg (www.isento.at/) are organizing an International Theatre Camp in Salzburg, Austria in July 2012. The Theatre Camp should consist of two phases (A + B) and should take place at the main public park of the city of Salzburg. The Workshop Programme will be on three methods of Applied Drama: Forum Theatre, Improvisation Theatre and Comedy/Clown Theatre.
The camp should mainly be financed by the EU Youth in Action Programme (http://eacea.ec.europa.eu/youth/index_en.php): Phase A as Training Course, Phase B as International Youth Exchange. The handing in of the two applications under the Action Line 3.1 – Youth in the World – is planned for the deadline February 1st 2012. The project proposal is promoted by the Federal State Government (via akzente Salzburg), the youth coordinator of the city of Salzburg and several other local youth organizations.
Duration and Time:

Phase A: Theatercamp Trainingskurs”: 4 days excluding travel days (arrival Saturday 14 July 2012, departure 3 of 5 youth workers per country Thursday 19 July 2012)

Phase B: „Theatercamp International Youth Exchange“: 6 days excluding travel days (arrival Thursday 19 July 2012, departure Thursday 26 July 2012)

Costs:

30 % of Travel Costs

Remuneration of the experts / workshop leaders, coordination costs, board and lodging, entrance fees, etc. should be covered by EU and other funding.
Participants:

7 countries (including Austria); potential partner countries: Serbia, Palestine, Israel, Turkey, Rumania, Italy, Spain, Ireland, Malta, Germany

Phase A: “Theatercamp Training Course”: 5 Youth Workers per country: 35 altogether. 
Phase A: Theatercamp International Youth Exchange”: 2 Youth Workers per country, 6 youngsters per country: 56 altogether.

Age of youngsters: 15 to 19 years.
Programme:

Phase A is a Training Course for Youth Workers: 7 countries – 5 youth workers each. The participants are going to participate in three workshops in which they are going to get familiar with the three methods of Applied Drama and learning how to integrate them into the work with youngsters.

Phase B is an International Youth Exchange – the youth workers are joined by ‘their’ youngsters: 7 countries – 6 young people each. The youth workers become trainers and develop three plays/performances together with the young people by applying the methods learnt. Since a according to the rules of an International Youth Exchanges a group of 6 young people may only be accompanied by 2 youth workers, 3 of the 5 youth workers who participated in the Training Camp will need to return home by the end of Phase A.

The three performances/plays will be premiered on the last day of the Theatre Camp which at the same time is the opening evening of the Youth Festival of the City of Salzburg: www.movida-festival.at.
